Chapter IIT Individual Work Standards

(Work to Handle Explosives)
Atticle 46 The shipowner shall implement the following measures in cases in which work to handle
explosives (excluding loading and unloading of explosives) such as charging of gunpowder to a
harpoon gun, etc. is carried out,
(i) Prohibit the use of fire and smoking in the work area.
(if) Prohibit placing of an inflammable substance in the work area,
(iii) Prevent concussion by spreading mats on the work area floor, etc.
(iv) Prohibit the use of equipment with a risk of becoming a source of ignition by releasing a spark
or by radiating high heat in the work area.
{v) Prohibit persons not engaged in the work from approaching the work area without reason.

(Painting and Paint Stripping)
Article 47 (1) The shipowner shall implement the following measures in cases in which painting or
paint stripping is carried out using inflammable or combustible paint or solvents.
(i} Prohibit the use of fire and smoking in the work area.
(if) Prohibit the use of equipment with a risk of becoming a source of ignition by releaéing a spark
or by radiating high heat in the work area.
(iii) Prohibit leaving cloth used in the work or stripped scraps around unnecessarily.
(iv) Prohibit persons not engaged in the work from approaching the work area without reason.
(v) Prepare appropriate firefighting equipment around the work area.
(2) The shipowner shall make those engaged in painting or paint stripping using paint or solvents of
a harmful nature to the human body apply masks, protective gloves, and other necessary protective
gear.

(Welding, Fusing, and Heating)

Article 48 The shipowner shall implement the following measures in cases in which welding, fusing,

or heating are carried out.

(i) To inspect each part of the welding equipment and confirm that combustible and explosive gas
does not exist in the work place and in adjacent areas before commencing the work.

(ii) Not to place combustible substances in the work place and in the adjacent areas.

(iii) To prohibit the use of fire and smoking near an acetylene gas generator,

(iv) Not to use any equipment with a risk of becoming a source of ignition by releasing a spark or
by radiating high heat near the acetylene gas generator.

(v) Not place the acetylene gas generator in high-temperature place, place with poor ventilation, or
place with strong concussions.

(vi) To prohibit carrying out work using an electric welder with a wet body.

(vii) Compel those carrying out the work to wear protective glasses and protective gloves.

(viii)Not to allow persons not engaged in the work from approaching the work area without reason.

(ix) To prepare appropriate firefighting equipment around the work place.
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
